About Being an Episcopalian

Confession

Confession is to the heart as a farmer’s pre-planting is to the land. When the farmer prepares the soil
before planting seeds, he goes through the field and picks up the rocks, weeds and trash that keep the
soil from producing a good crop. When we make our confession, God helps us to remove the rocks and
trash that prevent us from having good soil for Him to plant His seeds. These rocks and trash are such
things as pride, greed, jealousy or an unkind word about or to someone. This trash needs to be cleaned
out so we can have a clean heart for God to plant His seed.

We can make a meaningful corporate confession during the Eucharist or on our own, but sometimes it
helps to make one to a priest. Confessing our sins to a priest can help us to come to terms with our sins
and forgive ourselves after confessing them. Examination of Conscience is a good way to prepare for
confession whether you are doing it privately or to a priest. | am always available for you.
